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When Jeremy Lipking Þrst appeared in our pages eight years ago, he was only 26 years 
old, and already the art community in Southern California was abuzz about this amazing 
Þgurative artist with talent reminiscent of John Singer Sargent. Lipking has gone on to win a 
string of prestigious national awards for his sensitive interpretations of the Þgure. 

In the following pages, we catch up with Lipking and 19 other artists we featured early in 
their careers to Þnd out just how far theyÕve come since then. In many cases the achieve-
ments are remarkable: Consider Mian Situ, who Þrst appeared in Southwest Art in 1997, 
when the average price for one of his mid-size pieces was $4,000. Today a painting of the 
same size goes for $22,000, and his auction record stands at a jaw-dropping $576,000!

Dollar Þgures are hardly the only way to measure success, though. Find out which accom-
plishments mean the most to the artists themselves as you share in their stories of success.
